Objectives:  1.01 Sing with pitch and rhythmic accuracy.

Lesson Plan:  The teacher will teach students the song “This Land is Your Land.”  Students will follow word cards to learn pitches.  They will also learn a simple rhythm.  The teacher will teach the song in parts to make sure the students are learning and retaining it.  The teacher will then tell the students to research the song.  What was it written about?  Why?  Based on the research they find they can write a play to explain the song and the time period it was written about.  This can be put on as a program at a PTA meeting at school or at and Open House for parents, teachers, and other students in the school.
Modification:  Word cards and pointing to lyrics will help hearing impaired children know what part of the song is being learned.  They may need physical help with clapping a rhythm if they do not understand how to sing it.
Strengths and Weaknesses:  The students may learn the song rather quickly and may wish to learn another.  The lyrics or rhythm may be too difficult for the students.  Creating a play as a class involves teamwork, but the students may need a little guidance from the teacher to get started.
