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I worked on this project with Kelsey and Rachel and we did comparing various creative art forms of America and Mexico.  I thought our PowerPoint went over quite well.  We had intended to make maracas but ran out of time.  I think the class would have enjoyed our lesson more if we’d had time to do that because they seemed to enjoyed presentations with hands-on activities more.  Personally, I liked the presentations with hands-on activities.  I wish our PowerPoint had more opportunities for discussion and class participation.  But we were short on time, so we were just trying to get through all the slides in order to present the entire project.  


In my portion of the PowerPoint, I learned about a possible flaw.  When I was talking about pottery, I had a word document to pop up to discuss the similarities and the differences in American and Mexican pottery.  But the word document covered up the pictures of the actual pottery so we had to switch back and forth.  I think it would have been better to have the pictures on the actual word document so the students could see the examples as they talked about them.  I also think it would have been better for me to have more examples of both American and Mexican pottery.  It was difficult to find American pottery because most of the pottery that Americans have is in fact, Mexican pottery.  I think if I’d had more pictures, then students could have gotten a better idea of the differences and similarities, rather than judging two pieces to represent thousands.
